Focus is on God’s People
A God’s care for his people
B. A moral quality of benevolence.
1. Psalm 34:8 "8)Taste and see that the Lord is good; blessed is the man who
takes refuge in him."”
2. Lamentations 3:25 "25)The Lord is good to those whose hope is in him, to
the one who seeks him;"

C. How does God display His goodness?
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V. 9 “yo ucare for the land and water it”
You provide the people with grain
V. 11 God brings abundance for his people
